Operation CBDeceit

The FTC has reached settlements with six companies it alleged were making unsupported health care claims about their CBD products.

Tell us about the FTC action:

· Called Operation CBDeceit.

· The FTC has sent warning letters to other companies, but these are the first formal enforcement actions.

· Companies were claiming their products could treat cancer, diabetes, autism, and other serious illnesses.

· Some said their products were more effective in treating pain than Oxycontin and other prescription painkillers.

· Products included oils, coffees, creams, sprays and gummies.

Give us examples:

· CBD Meds falsely claimed a study conducted by the government found that CBD may make chemotherapy more effective.

· HempmeCBD falsely claimed Israeli research found using CBD had an 80% success rate in reducing problematic behavior in kids with autism:

· Also claimed its products could treat AIDS, PTSD, epilepsy and other serious conditions.

· In addition to making spurious health care claims, Bionatrol Health sent and charged people for more bottles of oil than they ordered.

What’s your advice?

· Be skeptical of miracle health claims.

· Avoid products that say they’re “guaranteed” to treat your condition. 

· Talk to your doctor before trying any alternative medicine – and definitely before you stop taking any medications he’s prescribed.
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
